Skills covered this term:

Students in year ten have been focussing on preparing for their literature and
longuage GCSE.

Literature:

Students will be studying the play ‘An Inspector Calls’ by J.B. Priestley in
lessons. They will focus on their comprehension and language analysis skills to
identify and comment on particular themes in the play which they may have
to answer questions on in their GCSE exam next year. We will also cover the
social and historical context of pre-war Britain and how this affects the
themes and ideas in the play, allowing students to add depth to their essays.

Language:

Students will be studying for their language paper two exam which requires
them to respond to questions on extracts from non-fiction texts. As with
literature, students will be working on their comprehension and language
analysis skills. They will also be responding to the information they learn in
these non-fiction texts in a piece of their own creative writing as this is another
demand of the language paper two exam. With this in mind, students will also
work on using spelling, punctuation, grammar and appropriate tone
accurately in their written pieces.

How these skills will be assessed this term:

As explained in the Year 10 Expectations Evening earlier this year, the new
GCSE is solely graded on exams taken at the end of year 11. To properly
prepare students for this, they will take regular half-termly mock exams in the
Hornpipe Theatre. A section B (non-fiction writing) mock language paper two
and a section B (An Inspector Calls) mock literature paper one exam will be
conducted under exam conditions in the Hornpipe Theatre at the end of this
half term.



How you can help your child at home:

As always, please encourage your child to read extensively and ensure that
they are exposed to a wide variety of both fiction and non-fiction texts; this is
the best way to improve their vocabulary, spelling, grammar and
punctuation. Also, please encourage your child to revise key scenes,
quotations and themes from ‘An Inspector Calls’; BBC Bitesize
(www.bbc.co.uk/education) is a great website to revise important issues and
test their knowledge in this area. Students can also revise from the notes
taken in lesson as long as they tell their teacher that they are taking their
book home to do this.



How your child will be assessed:

In Summer 2 all students in Year 10 will be sitting a full, 3 paper GCSE mock
examination. All exams are 90 minutes long, paper 1 is non-calculator and
paper 2 and 3 are calculator. Doing all three exams will give us the most
information and a very clear picture of what students can already answer
and what the focus needs to be for Year 11. As this is a full mock exam, we
are aware that there are topics that will be tested that have not yet been
taught, though enough of the specification has been covered this year for us
to be able to see the students’ progress.

Students in Ma101 and Ma102 will be sitting the higher tier and students in
Ma103, Ma104 and Ma105 will be sitting the foundation tier paper. This does
not mean that students will necessarily sit these tiers in Year 11 but we feel
these tiers are most appropriate for the classes at this time.

15 to 20 minutes every night is
far more beneficial than several solid hours on the weekend.

Students in Year 10 will be completing two assessments based on the topics
that they have covered throughout this year and last. These will include @
vast range of both human and physical geography topics, from Tectonics
and Coasts, to Development and UK Human Geography.

The assessment:

The assessments will follow the new GCSE specification guidelines and
include a range of skills and knowledge-based questions. Some of the marks
are given for mathematical calculations, with the majority being awarded for
long written answers that highlight a good understanding and knowledge of
the topics. The two papers are split differently, however both papers have
three sections for students to answer different topics in.

Your child should revise by:

e Reading through their classwork.

e Aftending interventions

e BBC GCSE bitesize website

e Revising their processes and interactions

You can help by:

e Encouraging them to complete revision at home
e Purchasing a revision guide for the (9-1) Edexcel B Geography
specification.
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How your child will be assessed:

3 exam papers written in exam conditions sat in hornpipe.

Paper one is 1 hour and 15 minutes

Paper two is 50 minutes

Paper three is 1 hour and 20 minutes

Topics covered:

Paper one covers the Warfare through time unit. This looks at how the nature
and experience of warfare has changed from 1250 to the present day. It also
includes a historical environment section, which focuses on the London
during the Blitz. The whole paper includes a mixture of sources and
knowledge questions.

Paper two covers the Superpower relations and the Cold War unit. This looks
at the key events between Russia and America from 1941 to 1991. The whole
paper just focuses on knowledge based questions.

Paper three covers the Weimar and Nazi Germany unit. This looks at changes
in Germany from 1918 to 1939. The whole paper includes a mixture of sources
and knowledge questions.

How you can help your child at home:

You can help your child to revise using the revision they create in class. This
could be testing them on key words, dates or events.



How your child will be assessed:

Students will have four assessments during the mock exam season in Summer
2 of Year 10: listening, speaking, reading and writing.

All of these assessments will be full mocks in the style of the new GCSE to in
order to best prepare them.

e Listening: 35 minutes foundation, 45 minutes higher

e Speaking: 7-9 minutes foundation, 10-12 minutes higher, 12 minutes
prep time for both (each student will be given an appointment time to
attend to complete this exam off timetable)

e Reading: 45 minutes foundation, 60 minutes higher

e Writing: 1 hour 10 minutes foundation, 1 hour 20 minutes higher

How you can help your child at home:

Students will be tested weekly on vocabulary from a list which they have a
copy of at home. This vocabulary is also uploaded weekly to
www.quizlet.com where each student has an account and should spend a
minimum of 30 minutes every week learning the vocabulary. Spending 5-10
minutes a day on this, rather than 30 minutes once a week, is encouraged.

Your child will also be given a revision pack prior to their end of term
assessments which they should be using to revise at home. Any support in this
would be appreciated - you could test your child on words they need to
learn without needing to know what they mean as Spanish is written more or
less how it is spoken. Thank you!

This year in Art students are producing their second unit of coursework based
onthetheme*® Al i ce i n Wolludientsore follbwing the AQA GCSE
specification where coursework is 60% of the GCSE. Students were
introduced to the topic in the Autumn Term by researching a range of artists
as part of their contextual studies. They then went on to research and
explore their own ideas as well as consolidate their knowledge and
understanding of the theme and a variety of approaches. In the Spring Term
students explored the recording element of the assessment; drawing from
primary and secondary sources in a range of materials learning control and
manipulation of styles and techniques. This term we are focusing on design
ideas for a final piece which should be a personal response to the theme that
shows links to the work of others as well as refining student’s ideas and use of
materials.

The assessment:

There are four elements to the Art GCSE assessment, contextual studies, use
of materials, recording ideas and the final piece. Students’ work is assessed
throughout the year and culminates in a mock exam held at the end of the
year. The Art mock exam is held within the classroom but will follow normal
exam conditions in which students are expected to produce their final piece.

Areas of study include

e The illustrator of Alice in Wonderland; John Tenniel

e The contemporary artists Tom Phillips and Barbara Kruger

e Designers and artists Florian Nicole and Loui Jover

e Primary source drawings from themes surrounding ‘Alice’.

e Design ideas that incorporate areas of research, artist links and the
theme itself.

Your child should study by:

e Working on their sketchbooks at home on a regular basis to refine and
complete class work tasks.



e Practising observational drawing to improve their skill and capability.
e Designing and creating personal ideas for a final piece.
e Attending school interventions wherever possible and when needed.

You can help by:

e Providing a suitable area for students to work at home.

e Encouraging and reminding students to work on their sketchbook on a
weekly basis.

e Praising students for their commitment and achievements.

e Looking through sketchbook work with students and discussing ideas.
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Business
Studies

What has been covered in the term:

Students have been covering a variety of key business topics this term, mainly focussing on
recruitment, manufacturing techniques and laws and legislations. These are the final topics
that cover the knowledge required for the qualification. Students will shortly begin the first
coursework unit which will continue into year 11 before completing the second coursework
unit. Students will spend the remainder of year 11 preparing for their written exam which
completes their qualification.

Computer Science

How your child will be assessed:

The assessment for Year 10 Computer Science will focus upon the theory
aspects of the GCSE course. The assessment will consist of a single written
exam paper covering all aspects of the course undertaken throughout the
year. The exam paper will follow the same structure as the GCSE exams
previously set by the AQA exam board for Computer Science.

Topics covered:

The students’ assessment will be based on the work they have been
undertaking in class. This includes the following topics:

Systems Architecture including Memory and Storage;
Networks;

Systems Security;

Ethical, legal, cultural and environmental concerns;
Algorithms;

Translators;

Data Representation.

How you can help your child at home:

Wherever possible, your contribution to your child’s success is encouraged.
There are several ways in which you can do this including:

e Making a suitable, quiet revision space available.

e Encourage them to read around the subject of Computer Science
either via the internet or from newspaper arficles.

e Encourage them to consider the various ways in which Computer
Science is used in society.

e Challenge / test them on key definitions and key concepts
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This term in drama, students have been Component 3 Written Exam on a set
text and Theatre review. We are preparing for this by working both practically
and theoretically with the set text DNA by Dennis Kelly. This enables the
students to have both a working practical knowledge and an analytical
approach to the text.

The assessment:

This study will culminate in the mock exam paper that they will complete in
Summer 2. It will cover both questions on the set text and the theatre review.

Your child should revise by:

e Reading and completing all written assignments given to them.

e Completing mini mock exam style questions.

e Revising notes taken on the performance of The Woman in Black in
preparation for the theatre review.

You can help by:

e Encouraging them to complete exam questions at home.

e Encouraging to revise, using the given material.

e Taking to the about the ‘Woman in Black’ play to encourage them to
verbally discuss the success’ and elements that they enjoyed/thought
could be improved form the performance.
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How your child will be assessed:

The assessment for Year 10 ECDL will cover all the aspects undertaken
throughout the year and will take the form of an on-line / software based
test. Students will be expected to demonstrate knowledge and competence
of core software components including presentation, spreadsheet and word
processing.

Topics covered:

The students’ assessment will be based on the work they have been
undertaking in class. This includes the following topics:

e Presentation Software - use a range of basic presentation software
tools, be able to create text based or diagram based slide shows and
lecture notes.

e Spreadsheet Software - use a range of basic spreadsheet software
tools and techniques to produce spreadsheets.

e Word processing Software - use a range of basic word processing
software tools and techniques to produce appropriate, straightforward
or routine documents.

e Improving Productivity using IT - plan, evaluate and improve
procedures involving the use of IT.

How you can help your child at home:

Wherever possible, your contribution to your child’s success is encouraged.
There are several ways in which you can do this including:

e Making a suitable, quiet revision space available.

e Encourage them to practice their techniques and use the software
covered in the course.

e Encourage them to produce digital products such as presentations,
posters, documents and spreadsheets.



MEDIA

STUDIES

Skills covered this term:

Students have been continuing to work on their coursework portfolios over
the past term. This involves analysing and responding to media texts/topics
using media key concepts and appropriate terminology, as well as
constructing and evaluating their own products using creative and technical
skills. They have been working on three assignments which explore adverts,
music promotion and magazines.

How these skills will be assessed this term:

Students will complete and hand in all three assignments by Wednesday 24th
May. These will be marked and graded against the AQA GCSE assessment
criteria and will assess the following skills: students’ ability fo analyse various
media texts and how they appeal to target audiences; students’ confidence
in applying media terminology and theory; students design skills and their
ability to evaluate the products they've designed.

Students’ coursework portfolios carries 60% of the total marks available for the
Media Studies GCSE.

How you can help your child at home:

Outside of class, please encourage students to engage with a wide variety of
Media forms to study key concepts and how media language is used to
convey genre. This might include films, newspaper articles, websites, music
and advertisements. Also, pupils will need to make sure that they have
worked through the checklists for each of the two-coursework assignments.
Please encourage pupils to ensure they have completed all tasks and work
on them at home or after school if necessary.



The assessment:

The will be three elements to their assessment, in line with the GCSE
specification: composition, performance and listening. The composition will
be an assessment of their classwork and the performance will be based on
the pieces that the students are working on in their peripatetic lessons. The
listening assessment will be based on the set works and include specific
musical vocabulary, terminology and melody analysis.

Pieces to revise include

e Defying Gravity — from Wicked

e Esperanza Spalding — Samba Em Preludio

e J.S Bach -Brandenburg Concerto No 5 in D major 3@ movement

e Beethoven —Piano Sonata No 8 in C major, Pathetique 1sf movement.

Your child should revise by:

e Practicing their performances pieces every day.
e Revising musical terminology and the definitions.
e Revising the set works.

e Listening to a variety of musical genres.

You can help by:

e Encouraging them to revise musical vocabulary

e Encouraging them to practice — 10/15minutes a day will make a huge
difference.

e Testing them on music terminology
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How your child will be assessed:

Year 10 students are assessed with 2 x 1 hour written exams at the end of the
summer term. Exam paper one will look at their knowledge of applied
anatomy and physiology and physical fraining. Exam paper two focuses on
social and cultural influences, sports psychology and health, fithess and well-
being.

There will also be continued assessment of student’s practical skills in
Volleyball and Athletics.
